Air Conditioning Units 
Have you had your filter changed? 
Have you had your annual check up.  You are          responsi-
ble for maintaining your Central A/C.   
 
Please contact us before acquiring a central A/C.  It has to be 
approved so you may add it to the value of your unit and it 
must pass city inspection. 
 

Please no window A/C’s in upstairs windows.  
 
In the bedroom of garden-style one-story units, window A/C 
can be used only when the lower     stationery   window is 
removed.  A proper bracket must be installed to protect the 
window and    siding. Any installation of window A/C must     
receive prior approval (by   Permit application) to ensure 
that the  guidelines are adhered to –  and acceptance of re-
sponsibility      formalized.  
  
 For safety and appearance, ALL (including 2,3,4   bedroom 
kitchen) window air conditioners must be “framed in” with 
acrylic or tempered glass in any window (glazing) area 
above the A/C unit.  All weather     removal caulk is to be 
used to make a proper seal.  No     cardboard or wood is ac-
ceptable as a glazing         substitute.
