How to make your car last 200,000 miles 
 
1. Buy a reliable, safe car 
2. Go by the book: Follow the maintenance schedule in the vehicle’s owner’s manual and make necessary re-

pairs promptly.  But over-maintaining your car is a waste of money (don’t get talked into buying maintenance 
items that aren’t specified in the owner’s manual, for instance). 

3. Use the right stuff: use only parts and fluids meeting manufacturer specifications.  Cheap and no-name belts 
and hoses might nor wear as well as those from a name-brand supplier, and using the wrong type of oil or 
transmission fluid could result in damage leading to expensive repairs. 

4. Know what to look for: get in the habit of opening the hood and looking, listening and smelling what’s hap-
pening in your engine bay.  Look for fraying or cracks in belts, and cracks or bulges in hoses.  Look for evi-
dence of leaks.  Check the level and condition of all fluids, including coolant, brake fluid, and power steering.  
Listen for odd noises from your engine, suspension, and brakes while driving. 

5. Keep it clean: regular cleaning inside and out can make the car a more pleasant place to be, and washing and 
waxing can help preserve the paint and keep the sheet metal below it from rusting.  Vacuuming sand and dirt 
out of carpets and seats can minimize premature wear that leads to tears and holes. 

6. Lemonproof a used  car: before buying a used vehicle, take it to a diagnostic shop not involved in the sale 
and have it inspected.  Also, inspect the car yourself.  A mold or mildew smell often means water damage, 
paint overspray on body panels might indicate damage repair, and heavily worn carpet near the break and 
throttle might indicate that the car was driven hard.  A dirty interior typically signals a car that wasn’t cared 
for.

 The Cooperative’s pet policy states that “Pet 
owners are responsible for the immediate and 
proper removal of all waste.  This includes 
the member’s home, yard and areas surround-
ing the unit.  Owners are required to dispose 
of pet waste when walking animals. (…) Your 
home and yard should be free of foul odors.” 
 
 Please note that in the future there is a 
$25.00 fine for violations of the pet policy. 
 
 We appreciate your cooperation in respecting 
the Cooperative’s policies and helping us to 
keep our community clean, safe and enjoyable 
for everyone.

They are looking for health and 
safety concerns, such as housekeeping, non-working   smoke detectors, running 
water, and trip hazards of any kind.

HOW TO PREPARE FOR REAC: 

 

No beds in basement (per fire & safety codes).   
Five Feet (5’) clearance around the furnace and water heater. 
No non-code or improper use of electricity or wall socket plugs. 
(DO NOT OVER LOAD OUTLETS) 
Alterations and improvements (to be listed in unit file & approved).  

Proper use of extension cords and appliances. 
Clearance in front and above the unit’s electrical panel. 
Handrails installed and secure on all stairways and exits if required. 
Windows and screens in good repair. 
Staircases and landings clear and accessible. 
House reasonably clean and free of foul odors and trash. 
No unreasonable clutter or unsafe storage. 
No flammable fuels or liquids, or improper containers. 
Proper venting of dryer and vent fans.  
Appliances and electrical fixtures in good working order. 
Smoke detectors working and mounted properly. ( not working 
Fee=$50.00) 

Valid and filled fire extinguisher attached to wall.
